The Malaysian Philharmonic Orchestra (MPO)
gave its inaugural performance at Dewan
Filharmonik PETRONAS (DFP) on 17 August
1998. With the initial search for outstanding
musicians involving a worldwide audition tour, the
MPO today is made up of many talented Malaysian
musicians and musicians from other nations, a
beautiful example of harmony among different
cultures and nationalities.

With each new season, the MPO continues to
present an exciting programme of orchestral
music drawn from over three centuries, as well as
the crowd-pleasing concert series. lts versatility
transcends genres, from classical masterpieces to
film music, pop, jazz, traditional, contemporary and
commissioned works.

Among renowned Malaysian artists who have
mesmerized audiences with the MPO include SM
Salim, Sheila Majid, M.Nasir, Siti Nurhaliza, Jamal
Abdillah, Ella, Dayang Nurfaizah, Aishah, Jaclyn
Victor and Aubrey Suwito.

A host of internationally acclaimed musicians have
performed with the MPO including Lorin Maazel, Sir
Neville Marriner, Yehudi Menuhin, Joshua Bell, Harry
Connick Jr., José Carreras, Andrea Bocelli, Dame
Kiri Te Kanawa, Vladimir Ashkenazy, Chris Botti,
Branford Marsalis and Judika, many of whom have
praised the MPO for its fine musical qualities and
vitality.

The MPO regularly performs in major cities of
Malaysia such as in Alor Setar, George Town, Ipoh,
Johor Bahru, Kuantan, Kota Kinabalu, Kuching and
many more. Internationally, it has toured Singapore
(1999, 2001, 2003, 2005 and 2018), Japan (2001,
2009 and 2017), Korea (2001), Australia (2004),
China (2006 and 2019), Taiwan (2007) and Vietham
(2013). The MPO has also released 21 CDs.

The MPO remains steadfast in its mission to be the
premier Malaysian orchestra, providing the ultimate
music experience through the power of live music
that educates, entertains and inspires. Its main
benefactor is PETRONAS, and its patron is YABhg.

Che Rose




Hailing from Penang, Ahmad Muriz Che
Rose excelled in music since his school days
in Penang Free School where he performed
with the school’s military band and Penang
Combined School Symphonic Band. He
completed his compositional studies at The
Boston Conservatory, obtained his Bachelor’s
Degree in Music from Universiti Teknologi
Mara (UiTM) and Berklee College of Music,
majoring in Film Scoring. His professional
music career and exposure started in
1992 with the PETRONAS Performing Arts
Group with performances ranging from
corporate dinner shows to musicals and
dance dramas. On the international front,
he has performed in music festivals in
Indonesia, Singapore, France, Barcelona,
Amsterdam, Japan and the USA. In 1993,
he led a local jazz fusion group Tamingsari
at the KL International Jazz Festival. In
1994, he performed alongside Shirley
Bassey as part of her Asian Tour.

Notable accomplishments include
appointment as Associate Music Director
for Saidah Rastam’s M! The Opera, the
first production of Malaysian opera staged
at Istana Budaya (IB). He has conducted
and arranged orchestral works for the
Malaysian Philharmonic Orchestra (MPO)
since 2003 and collaborated with prominent
Malaysian artists which includes Dato’
Jamal Abdillah, Dato’ M. Nasir, Dato’ Sheila

Majid, Dato’ Aishah, Dato’ Zainal Abidin, Ella,
Rachel Guerzo, Dayang Nurfaizah, Dato’ Sri
Siti Nurhaliza, Elvira Arul, Jaclyn Victor and
Aubrey Suwito.

In2011, a collaboration between KRU Studios
and the MPO saw the epitome of Muriz’s
compositional career as he and Vivian Chua
were given the privilege to arrange the music
score for the epic movie Hikayat Merong
Mahawangsa. In 2014 and 2015, he was
Music Director for the memorable Malam
Terang Bulan showcases at DFP, a narrative
musical theatre about the history behind
the national anthem Negaraku. In 2020, a
unique collaboration with fashion designer
Dato’ Rizalman Ibrahim saw a large-scale
performance entitled Kesuma Jiwa at IB
offering tribute to Malaysian heritage in both
fashion and old Malay classic repertoire.

He spearheaded a collaboration of three
orchestras namely Orkestra RTM, Orkestra
Simfoni Kebangsaan and the MPO to
produce the official song for the nation’s
2020 Independence Day celebration
entitted Malaysia Prihatin. In 2021, he
was commissioned by Cendana to be the
Music Director for Sensorii of Inversion/
Immersion 2021, a digital media showcase
in collaboration with four digital media
artists which mesmerized audiences in a
360-degree art immersive experience.
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PROGRAMME NOTES
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If there is one local band that has captured the minds and hearts of melancholy music fans in the
1990s and 2000s, it is Slam, the five-member, Johor Baharu-formed group that ruled the music
charts and had fans singing their tunes out loud.

Founded by Shah (guitar) in 1993, other members are Eddie (keyboard), Man (drums), Lili (bass)
and Zamani (vocals) whose powerful and distinctive voice propelled the group to stardom.

The group had staged a solo concert at Dewan Filharmonik PETRONAS in May last year.
Nonetheless, this year’s Slam Bersama MPO concert is a clear testament of the group’s calibre
and artistry.

Slam’s popularity peaked with the release of their second album, Kesan Terbuktiin 1995, a 10-
song album which churned many hit songs including Kembali Terjalin, Tak Mungkin Berpaling
and Nur Kasih. It became the album that defined the group’s identity. The album sold over
300,000 copies in Malaysia and Singapore, and over two million units in Indonesia.

With catchy melodies, heartfelt lyrics and Zamani’s melodious and unique vocals, Slam’s songs
are easy listening numbers that have high emotional resonance with listeners. Whether one just
broke up, is missing someone or is filled with hope, there is a Slam song that would succinctly
describe what you feel inside.

The melancholy that Slam often sings about, like the tune of the jilted lover in Gerimis Mengundang,
is the kind of echo with daily human experience that makes the group’s songs so relatable. Hanya
aku separuh nyawal Menahan sebak di dadal Sedangkan kau bersahajal Berlalu tanpa kata
perfectly captures the emotional imbalance of heartbreak: one person broken into pieces and the
other, moving on as if nothing happened.

Throughout its career, the group has garnered accolades at prestigious music events such as
Anugerah Industri Muzik, Anugerah Juara Lagu, Anugerah Musik Indonesia, Anugerah Bintang
Popular Berita Harian and Voice of Asia in Kazakhstan.

Among the successful concerts that Slam has presented are Konsert Grand Slam Unplugged in
1996, two concerts in Singapore in 2012; Konsert Slam Kembali Merindu Live and Unplugged
Live, and two concerts in 2016; Konsert Kurnia Slam and Konsert 2 Dekad Kembali Terjalin Slam.

After approximately thirty years since the group’s inception, the MPO will give fresh and orchestral
interpretations of Slam’s songs, elevating the legacy of Malaysian music to another level with
solid arrangements. Expect a different but sublime version of hits such as Mentari Muncul Lagi,
Manisnya Rindu, Rindiani, Kembali Terjalin, Jika Kau Rasa Gelarnya, Tak Mungkin Berpaling
and Gerimis Mengundang. The songs are arranged by composers such as llham Subri, Lugman
Aziz, Azhad Sulaiman, Shahakam Mokhtar, Teuku Umar lllani Teuku Iskandar and Ahmad Muriz
Che Rose, who also conducts the concert.

This concert underscores the MPO’s versatility in presenting music beyond its classical forte,
and its ability to entertain different audiences with varied music preferences.

In the past, the MPO has elevated the music of illustrated singers such as Dato’ Sheila Majid, Dato’

M Nasir, Dato’ Aishah, Ella, Dayang Nurfaizah, and composer Aubrey Suwito. And this year, it is
Slam’s turn to join these celebrated individuals with an unforgettable concert with the MPO.
